One Ocean partnered with the
Canadian Coast Guard, Transport
Canada and Environment Canada,
to produce the Marine
Environmental Emergency Oil Spill
Information Card for fishermen
and other ocean users. The card
was sent to over 5,000 fishers ar
marine users since 2004. It provides
iInformation on identifying a spilll,
what to do as a mitigative factor,
and who to contact . The Card is
avallable in French
