Overview:
· ExxonMobil Canada Properties, by its managing partner ExxonMobil Canada Ltd. (EMCP) hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Parties” are in the process of pre-qualifying companies who can supply Collision Avoidance Software Upgrade and Maintenance for their offshore Newfoundland and Labrador requirements. 
· Supplier shall provide all management, personnel, processes, materials, tools, equipment, applicable certifications and facilities as may be required to ensure all equipment covered by this pending Agreement shall be fabricated and supplied to meet all statutory requirements, codes of practice and applicable specifications.

· The intention is to have this scope of work cover the requirements of the Hebron Project. For clarity, the scope of work includes not only the foregoing, but may include at EMCP discretion, future work related to minor changes to the scope of work described herein, in which EMCP may engage onshore or offshore Newfoundland and Labrador, for oil and gas facilities.
· While not planned, it should be noted that the resulting RFP and Agreement may require inclusion of and/or extension to other operators in the area, project co-venturers, suppliers and/or affiliated companies.  
· The Parties support providing opportunities to Canadian, and, in particular, Newfoundland and Labrador companies and individuals, on a commercially competitive basis. Suppliers expressing interest in providing services or materials, if they are selected to bid, will be required to complete a Canada-Newfoundland and Labrador Benefits Questionnaire at the bid stage. 
· The participation of members of designated groups (women; Indigenous Peoples; persons with disabilities; 2SLGBTQI+; and members of visible minorities) and corporations or cooperatives owned by them, in the supply of goods and services is encouraged. There are currently national certifying organizations that cover certification for businesses owned by these designated groups. The Projects will continue to look for organizations that can provide certification support to businesses owned by persons with disabilities.
Vendor Registration

Scope of Work Overview:

The scope of work/supply includes, but is not limited to:

· Installation and integration of new collision avoidance software
Additionally, the selected supplier will be required to meet all technical and Safety, Security, Health, and Environmental (SSHE) specifications and safe work practices of the Parties and their affiliates as appropriate.

Minimum Technical Requirements

Upgrade Collision avoidance radar system software, with functionality and equipment as noted below.  Note there is a potential to virtualize servers.

Plotting and Tracking 

The radar system has the following plotting and tracking capabilities: 

· The system shall operate from 0.125 to 24 nautical miles, and shall, within this range, be able to track relatively small targets like fishing boats. Range values shall be available in kilometers and in nautical miles. 

· Guard zone ranges shall be selectable, and allocation of multiple guard rings shall be possible. Bearing accuracy of tracked vessels shall be better than +1- 1 degree. It shall be possible to track several targets simultaneously, including highlighting facilities of identified targets. 

· The system shall be capable of simultaneous display of four selected targets (minimum). Additionally, it shall have the ability to automatically plot or track 20 targets (minimum) and manually track 20 targets (minimum). The system shall provide target information including Closest Point of Approach (CPA), Time to Closest Point of Approach (TCPA), range/bearing, and distance/time. 

· Six Sperry Radars, 3 - X Band and 3 - S-Band antenna radiators are used, synchronization between the antennas shall be provided giving a user interface as for a single system. (360 degrees of X, 360 degrees of S - Band).
· The equipment shall include sector blanking to prevent reflections, and to avoid, as far as possible, radiation against the platform. 

· The system shall be able to differentiate vessel size and allow the operator to disregard targets, selectable by size or speed. This will allow operators to blank out non-threats and reduce clutter. 

· The system shall be capable of different color assignments for marks, symbols and text. 

· The radar equipment, ideally, must be equipped with an interface to the onboard Racon. This is to prevent Racon from responding and interfering with the performance of the installation's radar system. Alternately current Racon interface to Sperry Radars will be maintained.
· The radar system shall have integrated AIS or shall be equipped with an interface to the onboard AIS.
· The system must have an anti-clutter system for poor weather conditions. 

· The system must have ARPA functionality.

Radar Displays 

· The display shall be equipped with day and night view settings. 

· The display must have picture zoom capability. 

· The radar system shall be capable of receiving and displaying vessels positioning data received from AIS and GPS. 

· The main operator displays, and other user interfaces shall be in the Radio Room (RR). 

A secondary operator display and other user interfaces shall be in the Central Control Room (CCR).

Both the RR and CCR Workstations are to be installed in the equipment rack in the Radio equipment Room (RER), with remote KVM to the RR and CCR.   

Evaluation

The data submitted in response to the aforementioned questionnaires will be used to evaluate your company’s ability (and those of your preferred sub-contractors / suppliers where applicable) to perform these services or provide these materials. 

  It will focus primarily on:

· Past safety performance

· Applicable experiences

· Project execution skills

· Project management skills & integration skills

· Available technologies with proven performance

· Current capability

· Personnel qualifications

This data will be evaluated and used to develop a final list of suppliers who will be asked to submit formal competitive bids.  We reserve the right to make the final determination of which suppliers will receive the Non-Binding Request for Proposals (NRFP) or Invitation to Tender (ITT) and which suppliers will be awarded the final agreement.

This Expression of Interest (including pre-qualification) is not a pre-qualification of suppliers for other Parties work, but is limited to the scope aforementioned. In addition, participation in this Expression of Interest (including pre-qualification), including any statements whether oral or written between the Parties and your company, shall not create or be deemed to create any binding legal relationship or contract, or be construed to do so between the Parties and your company.  All costs associated with the preparation of your response to this expression of interest shall be at your expense.

This Expression of Interest (including pre-qualification) may or may not result in the issuance of an RFP/ITT and may or may not result in the award of an agreement.  If you respond to this Expression of Interest (including pre-qualification) and your company is selected to be on the bidders’ list, your company name, your designated company representative’s name and business contact information may be posted on public websites.  Similarly, if you are selected for award, the same information may also be posted, indicating that the work has been awarded to your company.
