Overview:

· While not planned, it should be noted that the resulting RFP and Agreement may require inclusion of and/or extension to other operators in the area, project co-venturers, suppliers and/or affiliated companies.  
· The Parties support providing opportunities to Canadian, and, in particular, Newfoundland and Labrador companies and individuals, on a commercially competitive basis. Suppliers expressing interest in providing services or materials, if they are selected to bid, will be required to complete a Canada-Newfoundland and Labrador Benefits Questionnaire at the bid stage. 
· The participation of members of designated groups (women; Indigenous Peoples; persons with disabilities; 2SLGBTQI+; and members of visible minorities) and corporations or cooperatives owned by them, in the supply of goods and services is encouraged. There are currently national certifying organizations that cover certification for businesses owned by these designated groups. The Projects will continue to look for organizations that can provide certification support to businesses owned by persons with disabilities.

· Annual Produced Water Sampling, coordination with offshore operations and onshore laboratories, and associated analysis and reporting 
· Annual Environmental Assessment Report reviews, which includes reviewing annually to ensure EAs are current and up to date 
· If / when required, Emergency response support which would include help to prepare water quality monitoring plans, in field sampling, analysis and reporting, and assume a role within our Incident Management Team (for larger scale incidents) as a liaison between company environmental representatives and and field resources
· Suppling all associated data to EMCP and HMDC following completion of each program
· Support for obtaining Fisheries Act Authorizations required by DFO as well as Ocean Disposal Permits required by Environment Canada and other permits/authorizations as required for offshore oil and gas activities
Supply of Weather Forecasting and Oceanographic Services

· Issuance of Site Specific 72 forecast (in 6 hour increments) with a long range forecast for the following 72 hours
· Provision of long range (10 day) forecast 
· Physical Environment Data Management: Collect, manage, format, display and archive data from all sensors, including, but not limited to, the Platform wave radar and support vessel ADCP’s
· Oceanographic Monitoring Services:  equipment and services to measure and report oceanographic conditions 
· Reporting & Regulatory Compliance: Prepare annual verification reports in line with CNLOER requirements 
Additionally, the selected supplier will be required to meet all technical and Safety, Security, Health, and Environmental (SSHE) specifications and safe work practices of the Parties and their affiliates as appropriate.

Evaluation
The data submitted in response to the aforementioned questionnaires will be used to evaluate your company’s ability (and those of your preferred sub-contractors / suppliers where applicable) to perform these services or provide these materials. 
  It will focus primarily on:

This data will be evaluated and used to develop a final list of suppliers who will be asked to submit formal competitive bids.  We reserve the right to make the final determination of which suppliers will receive the Non-Binding Request for Proposals (NRFP) or Invitation to Tender (ITT) and which suppliers will be awarded the final agreement.

This Expression of Interest (including pre-qualification) is not a pre-qualification of suppliers for other Parties work, but is limited to the scope aforementioned. In addition, participation in this Expression of Interest (including pre-qualification), including any statements whether oral or written between the Parties and your company, shall not create or be deemed to create any binding legal relationship or contract, or be construed to do so between the Parties and your company.  All costs associated with the preparation of your response to this expression of interest shall be at your expense.

This Expression of Interest (including pre-qualification) may or may not result in the issuance of an RFP/ITT and may or may not result in the award of an agreement.  If you respond to this Expression of Interest (including pre-qualification) and your company is selected to be on the bidders’ list, your company name, your designated company representative’s name and business contact information may be posted on public websites.
